T.E.A.C.H. Code of Character
T.E.A.C.H. has established a “Code of Character” that reflects certain fundamentals which our member families are already implementing in their homes and churches. We desire to reinforce these values in our group time as well.

We recognize that character is the foundation for all of our outward actions and that the formation of character is an ongoing and lifelong journey. In writing the code as a guideline, rather than just a list of rules, we are really trying to address the hearts of our children in addition to their external behavior. 
The “Code” is written with the goal of promoting unity within our group and establishing a good testimony in the community. 

Code of Character
We will strive to be kind to others and merciful when offended.
We will ask forgiveness when we have done wrong or unintentionally upset someone because we want to have the characteristics of “Peacemakers”. (Matt.5:9, 23)
We will try to always be respectful of the property of others, remembering to follow the teaching of “treating others as we ourselves would like to be treated”. (Romans 15:1)
In doing this, we are learning to have the characteristic of “Self-discipline”.
We will attempt to be sure all the areas or buildings that we are allowed to use are clean and ready to be used again by another group. We want those who have loaned us their facility or given of their time to know that we are “Thankful”. 

We will try to lighten the burdens of others and show the character trait of “Responsibility”. (Gal. 6:2)
Other virtues that we wish to emphasize in the T.E.A.C.H. group are:
· Modesty in dress 

· Civility in speech and in conduct (speaking kindly when others have a different opinion and avoiding  coarse joking or crude words) 

· Respect for those who are teaching or leading the activity 

Our standard for conduct in any areas not covered here will be the Bible and the Membership Handbook. 
Ultimately it is up to us as parents, to ensure the safety and good behavior of our individual families when participating in T.E.A.C.H. activities and also to embody those characteristics that we want to see in our children. The principles outlined in the code above are intended to create an atmosphere of co-operation for all the members of our group and to enable all of us to develop character traits that will help us become good leaders.
